Absorbing more
neutrons in a control rod means that there are fewer neutrons available to cause fission, so pushing
the control rod deeper into the reactor will reduce its , and extracting the control rod
will increase it.

At the first level of control in all nuclear reactors, a process of emission by a
number of neutron-rich fission isotopes is an important physical process. These delayed neutrons
account for about 0.65 % of the total neutrons produced in fission, with the remainder (termed
"prompt neutrons”) released immediately upon fission. The fission products which produce de-
layed neutrons have half lives for their decay by that range from milliseconds to as
long as several minutes. Keeping the reactor in the zone of chain-reactivity where delayed neu-
trons are necessary to achieve a state, allows time for mechanical devices or hu-
man operators to have time to control a chain reaction in "real time"; otherwise the time between
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achievement of and as a result of an exponential power surge from
the normal nuclear chain reaction, would be too short to allow for intervention.
